Greetings to all Knights! 
In my short message I would like to remind you of the importance of the 
Holy Rosary. Each year in the month of October, Mother Church is re-
minding us to dedicate this month to our Blessed Mother Mary and to 
pray the rosary more often. When we joined the Knights of Columbus 
we were given the rosary as a shield and weapon against evil. We are 
supposed to carry it always and, more importantly, to pray it as often as 
possible.
