My Brother Knights, 
We are now beginning the new Liturgical Year. Advent is a time of prepa-
ration, a time for self examination, a time for reparation. The Gospel 
warns us to be ready, for we know not when our Lord Jesus will return. 
This is the time of year when those who are less fortunate than ourselves 
find it most difficult. They feel left out of the celebration because their 
families are far away or have disowned them and they have no friends 
and no money with which to take part in the festivities. In the Gospel for 
the Feast of Christ the King, Jesus clearly tells us that it is our responsibil-
ity to feed the hungry, not just with food, but with the bread of a smile, 
encouragement, and appreciation; to give drink to those who thirst, not 
just for water, but the drink of recognition, friendship and companionship; 
to clothe the naked  who are stripped of self-worth, self-confidence and 
their good name by gossip; to visit those who are sick, and bring hope, 
not just to those who are physically ill, but those who are sick with doubt 
and worry, wounded by failure and disappointment and those sunk in de-
pression; to visit the prisoner, not just those who are behind steel bars, 
but those who are prisoners of nerves, loneliness, and guilt and free them 
with forgiveness; to assist the homeless find the shelter of tenderness 
and affection, of sympathy and understanding, and of love and accep-
tance.
